 And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him,  
who have been called according to his purpose. 
29 For those God foreknew he also predestined to be conformed to the image of his 
Son, 
that he might be the firstborn among many brothers and sisters. 
30 And those he predestined, he also called; those he called, he also 

justified; those he justified, he also glorified. 31 What, then, shall we 

say in response to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us? 32 

He who did not spare. Christ Jesus who died-more than that, who was raised to life-is at

right hand of God and is also interceding for us. 35 Who shall separate us from the love 
of Christ?
